New owners are required to sign a contract prior to receipt of the puppy that specifies required health tests, mutual obligations concerning the pup, etc.  New owners are responsible for the cost of transporting their puppy to his/her new home – which requires a person to fly out and carry the puppy back as cabin baggage.  (We do not fly puppies in cargo.)
